History and Design

The logo was designed to reflect the appropriate Native
American culture and tradition of our local region. It reflects the
collaborative nature of the Haudenosaunee people (the Seneca
and other nations of the Iroquois Confederacy), as well as their
valor. It features block letters CA pierced by an arrow with @
Haudenosaunee arrowhead. The letfters are surrounded by @
depiction of a Haudenosaunee friendship belt, similar to one
presented to U.S. representatives at the signing of the historic
Canandaigua Treaty in 1794. The belt symbolized enduring
friendship between the people of the Iroquois Confederacy and
the United States of America. The students of Canandaigua
Academy have chosen the term “Braves” for their school
nickname. The word Braves as applied to the Seneca dates
back to the early French fur tfraders and soldiers. Upon realizing
the great courage of the Native American warriors in battle, the
French applied the term “Brave” in admiration.
